Evolution never happened. The best scientists in the history
of the world didn’t believe in it, so why should you? Men like Newton,
Euler, Galileo, Kepler, Bacon, Kelvin and Faraday believed Scripture and
science, God’s word and His works, were completely compatible and should
be studied together. Then Darwin came along and published On the Origin of
Species for the purpose of showing that “species had not been separately
created” (Descent of Man, p. 62), exchanging the truth of God for a lie and
paving the way for a study of science apart from God.

Evolutionary thinking has taken a tremendous toll on the lives and minds of
many, but there is hope. In The Exchange of Truth, Dr. Shormann shows that
with a little thought and a basic understanding of genetics and probability,
anyone can liberate themselves from evolution’s false worldview. Read the
book and learn how.

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INTRODUCTION

For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness
and unrighteousness of men, who suppress the truth in unrighteous-
ness, because what may be known of God is manifest in them, for God
has shown it to them. For since the creation of the world, His invisible
attributes are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are
made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so that they are without
excuse, because, although they knew God, they did not glorify Him as
God, nor were thankful, but became futile in their thoughts, and their
foolish hearts were darkened. Professing to be wise, they became fools,
and changed the glory of the incorruptible God into an image made like
corruptible man-and birds and four-footed animals and creeping
things. Therefore, God also gave them up to uncleanness, in the lusts of
their hearts, to dishonor their bodies among themselves, who
exchanged the truth of God for the lie, and worshiped and served the
creature rather than the Creator, who is blessed forever. Amen.

Romans 1:18-25.

“What is truth?” asked Pilate as he stood face-to-face with Christ, hours before He
died for the sins of you and I. Pilate did not wait for an answer, but instead turned
to address the crowd of Jews, and the rest is His story. Pilate did ask an excellent
question though, one that has kept men’s minds busy since the beginning.

Defining truth is simple when you have an objective standard. For example,
think about a detective that specializes in finding counterfeit money. He knows
a fake $20 bill when he sees it, because he has painstakingly studied a true bill
down to the minutest detail. Or think about a student taking an exam. When
they come to the True/False section, if they studied diligently, they will confi-
dently breeze along. However, the less the detective and the student study the
truth, the more likely they are to be ensnared by deception’s sticky web.

To further understand truth, let’s let one of the greatest problem solvers in
history define it. The man was Leonhard Euler (1707-1783), a mathematician
and passionate Christian. A father of 13 children, Euler wrote mathematics
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research papers at the rate of 800 pages per year1, despite a partial vision loss
starting in 1738, becoming completely blind by 17712. He taught his own chil-
dren and grandchildren, making scientific games for them and instructing
them in Scriptures every evening3.

In his most popular book, Letters to a German Princess, Euler divided truth
into three classes: truths of the senses, truths of understanding, and truths of
belief4. Truths of the senses are things we are convinced of because we have
seen them, or they were revealed to us by our senses (Cardinals are red). Truths
of understanding are logical things, ones we accept as true without proof (2
points define a line). Truths of belief are things we have faith in, and include all
historical truths (World War 1 was a real event). While we must be careful of
what we trust as truth, we should be as confident as Euler was in the one source
of Truth we can always rely on, God’s word revealed in Scripture.

My purpose for writing The Exchange of Truth was to confidently use the
Truth of God’s word while cautiously applying the truths of man’s senses,
understanding, and beliefs to uncover instances where Truth was exchanged
for a lie or suppressed by evolutionary ideas.

My approach will be threefold, beginning with a study of DNA, genetics
and genetic mutations. If you understand these topics, you will better visualize
the unity and diversity existing in Creation. The idea of “unity amidst diver-
sity” is foundational to the study of Creation. If we deny this attribute of God,
we must deny the Trinity (Father, Son, and Holy Spirit), the Church (Body of
Christ), and the covenantal relationship God has with His people.

Second, you will apply your improved biological knowledge to better
understand the topics of evolution, Creation, and intelligent design. Along the
way, we will take time to research the works of Charles Darwin, considered the
author of evolutionary thinking. As you learn about Darwin and his predeces-
sor Thomas Malthus, you will uncover some rarely discussed topics invaluable
for destroying the false idea of evolution.

Third, you will learn how people infected by Darwinian views spread their
ideas throughout society in everything from childbirth to education. Along the
way, you will learn about some of history’s major contributors to scientific
thought, and reflect upon their views on mixing science and Scripture. You will
finish by learning about the importance of renewing the mind with a Christian
education.

By the end of The Exchange of Truth, it is my prayer that you will be more
knowledgeable about God and His creation, and about why Darwinian evolu-
tion and its many forms are nothing more than bad attitudes about God and
excuses for sin. As you study The Exchange of Truth and the works I reference,
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gaining knowledge and understanding, I
urge you to remember that in God’s eyes, if
you have knowledge but have no love for
your fellow man, then you have gained
nothing (I Cor. 13:3). As you read and
learn, constantly remind yourself that
knowledge is for loving God and loving
others, otherwise it is useless.

We can destroy some enemies with bul-
lets and large explosive devices, but we can
destroy enemies of Truth with the Truth.
One profound Truth we should never forget is that a man who does not love
does not know God, for God is love (I John 4:8). If you read The Exchange of
Truth, by the end you will have acquired an arsenal of mental weaponry specif-
ically crafted for the sole purpose of wiping Darwinism from the face of the
planet. Remember, though, if you attempt to conquer with a hateful heart and
angry eyebrows, God will consider you as nothing.

God’s kingdom is coming, and someday His will is going to be done on
earth, just as it is in Heaven. However, restoring His kingdom is a work in
progress, of which we are active participants, so when you finish this book,
participate by purchasing this book for a Darwinist friend and discussing it
over a meal. And if you have children, give them a Christian education, read
Scripture and pray with them, as these are the best things you can do to help
them discern Truth from fiction.

Before you begin though, you will spend two chapters learning how to
think. Maybe you already think you know how to think, but I don’t think
you’ve thought of everything yet. We will focus on two areas of reasoning,
deductive reasoning (applying rules) and inductive reasoning (finding rules,
scientific method). So come now, let us reason together (Isaiah 1:18).

Deductive Reasoning

It seems abnormal to begin a chapter with a list of definitions. However, since
the famous thinker Euclid began his treatise on geometry, The Elements, with a
list of definitions, I figured it would be okay if a mere mortal like me copied his
form. Here’s a list of definitions that will set the tone for the first two chapters.

Definitions

Philosophy: Phile means love, Sophia means wisdom; love of
wisdom

Wisdom: knowledge, good judgment.

Knowledge: Being aware of something.
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Logic: Science of reasoning.

Logos: Godly wisdom; being aware (knowing) of God’s involve-
ment in creation, government, and redemption of the world.

Reasoning: how we think.

Think: how we form things (beliefs, opinions, procedures, etc.)
in our mind.

Deductive Reasoning: Applying a rule, standard, or truth so
we can know how to solve a problem, know what action to take
in a situation, or discover a new rule, standard or truth.
Contrast with inductive reasoning (Chapter 2), which is finding
a rule, standard, or truth.

Syllogisms

Syllogisms are a set of statements used to create a deductive argument.
Aristotle (384-322 B.C.), a.k.a. the “father of logic,” is credited with developing
them. Syllogisms help us understand how to think deductively, and serve as a
way to determine if a rule was correctly applied, or whether an argument was
valid.

Syllogisms consist of three parts: the major premise, minor premise, and
conclusion. The major premise is the “rule.” It identifies a property of the set.
The minor premise identifies a member of the set, and the conclusion identi-
fies the property with the member. To better understand syllogisms, study the
following examples:

� Valid argument and true

a. Major premise: All rainbow trout have a pink stripe.

b. Minor premise: That fish is a rainbow trout.

c. Conclusion: That fish has a pink stripe.
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
